
The Colorado 
Welfare Fraud 
Council’s pro-
posed 2013 
bylaw changes 
were all ap-
proved by a 
two-thirds 
vote of the bal-
lot responses 
received from 
the general 
membership. 
A brief recap 
of the changes: 

(a) the Associate Membership level has 
been removed (b) proxy votes are valid if 
submitted with an electronic signature (c) 
the Board was provided with the option of 
conducting the annual election or Bylaw 
change balloting via online or electronic 
means if they so decide (d) Bylaw changes 
become effective the first of the month 
following approval rather than waiting 
until the conclusion of the general mem-
bership conference and (e) Bylaw change 
balloting can be conducted without the 
hindrance of secret balloting protocols.

Here's a quick glimpse at each 
tract and what you can expect to see while 
at the conference. 

All:  Can't decide which tract to pick for 
90 minutes?  Try the ALL / General 
tract!  We have a speaker coming in from 
SAS, which is a da-
ta analytics company.  Not only is he 
knowledgeable but he is charismatic, in-
teracts well with participants and keeps 
his session fun and upbeat.  Ms. Lori 
Duffy from Food Assistance will be talk-
ing about changes and challenges to the 
TOP Tax interface.  If you have never 
been to one of Lori's sessions, be pre-
pared to gain an enormous amount of 
knowledge about a process that she has 
become the expert at in the State of Colo-
rado.  We also have a special guest speak-
er from the Office of Administrative 
Courts named Donna Childers who has 
offered to help us with successfully work-
ing appeals.  We are excited to have an 
insider's perspective about appeals at our 
conference.  In addition, Audrey Garcia, 
from State Food Assistance, will be pre-
senting on Verified upon receipt Adverse 
Action.  Audrey is an energetic presenter 
who is incredibly knowledgeable, patient 
and willing to share her experience for 
your learning enjoyment! 

Case Study:  Want to hear what your 
neighbors are up to?  We have small and 
large sized counties ready to share their 
horror and success stories related to wel-
fare fraud cases.  Ryan Rivera, from the 
CDHS Audit Division, has been working 
with Wisconsin on fraud prevention 
measures and he was able to get Mr. Hen-
ry Wilde to speak about a $1 Million child 
care fraud that happened in Wiscon-
sin.  Jefferson County will be presenting 
about a very large Adult Financial fraud 
case that totaled well over 
$100,000.  Sedgwick County will be pre-
senting on a fraud case that will never 
end, we are talking numerous applica-
tions and appeals, it just does not 
stop!  Mesa, Weld and Boulder will be 
sharing multiple stories related to investi-
gation techniques, and stories of fraud 
investigated in the County.  The 
knowledge base providing guidance at the 
case study session are from 

practical experience   These are not theo-
ries of what could or should work, these 
stories are coming straight from the indi-
viduals who lived the experience and 
want to share what they learned with you! 

Eligibility:  Did you know that all pro-
grams are being required to re-write 
rules?  This year our eligibility tract will 
focus on fraud prevention at the front 
lines.  A big piece of this puzzle will in-
clude knowing rule changes, how to apply 
them correctly, and how to know when to 
refer a case for investigation.  We have 
Adult Financial, Colorado Works, Food 
Assistance and Medical Program Areas 
participating.  Due to high demand in the 
past, Colorado Works has agreed to pre-
sent twice this year.  Last year they had 
two sessions and the rooms were over 
flowing both sessions!  Medical programs 
will be focusing on Audits and Compli-
ance and the presenter will be Donna Kel-
low.  Donna is incredi-
bly knowledgeable and we are lucky to 
have her present for us this year.  SNAP 
QA/QC will be presenting a fun and in-
formative session sharing the secrets of 
their trade.  Their training is always in-
formative and they always find a way to 
make training fun for everyone in the 
room.  Adult Financial has completely re-
numbered and restructured their portions 
of Volume III.  Come learn about the 
changes they have made to tighten up 
fraud prevention and close some of the 
program's loop holes for fraudsters. 

Investigators:  Boy oh boy...do we have 
a line up for you!  ICE will be dropping in 
to talk about immigration enforcement 
and how illegal immigrants are affecting 
the role that welfare plays in Ameri-
ca.  The CDHS Division of EBT will be 
present to address growing concerns 
about where individuals access their EBT 
cards, ATM usage, and reports that you 
may find helpful in your investiga-
tions.  We have Shawn Cronce, who 
works for the Douglas County Sheriff's 
Department, stopping by to discuss Face-
book investigations and how to get more 
out of social media during your investiga-
tions.  Mr. Randy Rupp and Stefan Larese 
will be presenting on how to uncover VA 
fraud.  Randy has presented with us be-
fore and every single one of his session  

evaluations were perfect.  He is a great 
speaker and we are over joyed that he 
decided to join us this year at CWFC! 

Big Time Speakers!:  We had three 
amazing speakers that easily could have 
been our keynote speaker this year.  Due 
to the fact that these gentlemen are all 
highly recommended, in high demand, 
and have direct knowledge on subjects 
that either have an impact on our per-
sonal or professional lives, we thought it 
would be a disservice to all of our mem-
bers not to include each and every one at 
our conference.
